Two pickleball courts and a basketball court.

Beautiful beach walking, historic picnic shelter with a fireplace to warm you.Views of Admiralty Inlet,
Mt. Rainier; and Mt. Baker. Very limited parking.

A 750 acre nature park with beautiful lake and 16 miles of single track trails for hiking, mountain biking and horses.
